What is your favourite cheese?

My current favourite is the Mountaineer
from Peaks Artisan, Victoria. It is an
outstanding raclette style cheese with
nuttiness and sweetness. It’s also perfect
for melting over meats and potatoes to
warm our winter bellies.

What is your most popular cheese?

It’s the Murray Bridge 4.5 year old
Cheddar from South Australia which is
super rare and we only have five wheels
left! It is crumbly, sharp and intense with
toffee notes.
